Leeds Inner East Police are planning to set up a new police Contact Point at the Seacroft Community Hub in Deacon House.  The aim of the Contact Point is to offer local people the chance to speak ‘face to face’ with an officer from the police service.





We all know that in recent times, local policing has been ‘cut to the bone’ and ‘beat bobbies’ are seldom seen these days; then add to this the closure of Killingbeck Police Station and it certainly feels like ‘neighbourhood policing’ is now a thing of the past!  





Unless something is an emergency and there’s a need to dial 999, we know that reporting anything on the 101 number can be a bit of a nightmare.  Therefore, we welcome this new local service which will provide us all with an opportunity to discuss issues directly with a PC / PCSO - and all, we assume, in the strictest confidence.   





Once the new Contact Point is up and running, you will be able to call in to Deacon House to make the police aware of issues that affect you - be it ongoing anti-social behaviour or other suspected criminal behaviour.  





Unfortunately, at the time of going to print the Contact Point days and times had not been received but we will circulate the information once we have it.  However, you can pop in anytime and make your own enquiries.

Chair’s report to the AGM on 


26th July 2017





Following a break in 2016, I was pleased to be back as Chair of the Residents Association for 2017 - this being our 10th anniversary year.  This has been another busy year for our committee and our members have continued their hard work to ensure the area remains attractive, well maintained and free from litter.





Following our last AGM we continued our involvement in the planning and organisation of the Seacroft Christmas Gala which was held across four venues - St James Church; Seacroft Village Hall; Seacroft Methodist Hall and Chapel FM. The weather was un-seasonally mild on the day and the December event was well attended.





The residents association also continues to be a major player on the Seacroft Gala Committee, along with Ls14 Trust, Space2, Chapel FM and St James Church, and bearing in mind we are all volunteers, our representatives worked extremely hard to bring it all together for a successful summer gala on 8th July.  





Fortunately, unlike last year, the weather was fantastic and lots of families turned out and had a great time. It was estimated that 1,500 people attended the gala over the course of the afternoon.  It was so successful some stalls had ‘sold out’ by 2.30pm!





As usual, our committee had a stall at the gala and this year we sold a number of donated items which made brilliant early stocking fillers. (With many thanks to everyone who donated the gifts - especially Audrey Wilson and friends for their continued support).





Along with the sale of cards made by one of our members, we managed to raise some funds for the association.  The money we raise at the gala is put towards the cost of the wild flower beds and this ultimately benefits the whole community. 





Once again we organised the cultivation and seeding of three wild flower beds which due to the early spring weather, flowered earlier than usual.  Unfortunately, one small bed of emerging flowers had their ‘heads cut off’ by mistake by the grass cutting contractor!

However, they did manage to bloom eventually, albeit much smaller than the others.  The rest of the wild flowers looked stunning, particularly the poppies which have attracted many pollinating insects.  The beds are just about finished now but we plan to repeat them again next year, if the finances are available.





Unfortunately (as mentioned in the last issue) we were unsuccessful this year in our bid to LCC Housing Advisory Panel for some funding towards the hanging flower baskets - and all other funding avenues we explored did not come to fruition, which was quite disappointing. Throughout the year the committee has continued to follow up a number of concerns or issues which have been raised by residents. Litter and fly tipping in the ginnel behind St James Church, overgrown bushes to the rear of Redmire Court, the replacement and repair of road signs - are just a few examples. We always try to obtain a satisfactory conclusion whatever the issue and more often than not, it’s usually the small things that make all the difference.   In order to deal positively with any future challenges, we hope that we can continue to rely on the support from our local Ward Councillors, other associates and local residents

We continued to attend 6 monthly ‘walkabouts’ with a representative from Housing Leeds.





We continued to ensure the area is kept clean and tidy with weekly litter picking.





In conjunction with LCC Street Cleaning Services - we arranged for the accumulated litter and rubbish to be regularly cleared from the ginnel behind St James Church.





We played a major role in the planning and organisation of the now established Seacroft Christmas Gala on 10th December 2016.





We sponsored and decorated a Christmas tree in St James Church for the Christmas Gala.





We donated £100 towards the cost of the large Christmas tree on Seacroft Village Green.





We arranged for the lights on the large Christmas tree to be replaced after being cut and damaged.





We used our own resources to fund the seeding of the three wild flower beds.





In conjunction with LCC Street Cleaning Services we arranged for extensive littering to be cleared following the spilling of 2 x reams of paper by school children, along York Road and the village green.





We were successful in obtaining sponsors to fund 8 hanging flower baskets for the village green.





We arranged with LCC Parks and Countryside Dept. for the overgrown bushes, adjacent to the Redmire Court rear gate, to be cut back and removed, thereby helping to reduce some anti-social behaviour.

New Community Hub





The new Community Hub in Deacon House at Seacroft was formally opened in July 2017 and is the 11th such facility to be opened by the Council.  





The Seacroft Community Hub brings together the One Stop Centre and Post Office, which were previously based together in a shop unit near to Tesco.





Seacroft Library, which was previously located on Seacroft Crescent behind Tesco, has also moved into the Hub.  The Library is brand new and the majority of books are new stock.  





There is a Children’s Library area with story time for the under 5’s every Wednesday and many other events will be held throughout the year.





The Hub now offers a new Job Shop Service, where people can go for assistance in finding employment or in changing their careers.





By integrating the services they are able to offer increased opening hours of the Library and One Stop Centre, using the same number of staff and at no extra cost.  Customers now have a more welcoming and safer environment with on-site security and CCTV coverage, both inside and out and paid for by the services in the building. 





The Hub has two private interview rooms and a small meeting room, which can be used by other services and the public.  Already the Credit Union and Connect for Health are offering their services there once a week.





Customers visiting the Hub can also use the computers with free Wi-fi and free courses on computer use are available to those who wish to learn new skills.

More Metal Matters





Did you know?


Aluminium and steel can be recycled endlessly, without losing quality.  


Recycling cans saves up to 95% of the energy it takes to make both aluminium and steel from raw materials.


Making aluminium cans from recycled metal is 20 times more energy efficient than using ‘primary’ raw materials.





Food and drink can facts:


15 billion cans are sold in the UK every year - that’s 246 cans for every man, woman and child. 


The average household uses 600 food cans and 380 drinks cans each year - in Leeds this equates to over 300 million food and drinks cans each year!  


The drinks can is the world’s most recycled packaging container.


9.7 billion drinks cans are sold in the UK each year.


It can take as little as eight weeks for a can to be recycled and back on the supermarket shelf as another can.


Each can is endlessly recyclable, over and over again into any type of metal product - from a paper-clip to a car engine component and not just another food or drinks can!





Foil tray facts:


An estimated 16,000 tonnes of foil containers are used each year for packaging products such as ready meals, pies, quiches and take-away meals.


The average household uses 182 foil trays each year - in Leeds this equates to over 58 million foil trays!





Foil facts:


Households in the UK use an average of 12 meters of foil per month.  This means that Leeds residents’ annual foil usage would equate to the height of 55,000 Leeds Town Halls!


Every year 57 million packs of household foil are purchased in the UK.


Britain uses over 425,000 miles of household foil every year - that would take you round the world 17 times!


Annually, UK consumers buy enough foil to wrap over 29 million chickens!





Aerosol facts:


580 million aerosol cans are used in the UK every year.  Over half are used in ‘personal care’ products such as deodorant, body sprays, hair and shaving products.


The average household uses 10 aerosols per person each year - that’s 7.5 million for all the people in Leeds.

New Homes for Seacroft Hospital 





After months of traffic disruption on the A64 whilst new access slip roads were completed, work is now well under way on the major housing development in the grounds of Seacroft Hospital.  





A total of 500 new two, three, four and five bedroom properties are being built by private developers Keepmoat Homes and Strata, in partnership with the Government’s Homes and Communities Agency (HCA).  They have pledged that the scheme will bring “significant benefits” to the area and have linked up with Leeds City College of Building to ensure local labour and businesses benefit as much as possible.





Ian Hoad - regional managing director for the Keepmoat Homes Yorkshire West division said: 


“The people of Leeds have been hearing about the fantastic regeneration plans for Seacroft for some time, so it’s great to finally be on site and getting the wheels in motion for them.  This marks the first of many milestones in Seacroft and will hopefully go a long way to making this a great area to live and work for existing and new residents.”





Bob Pearson - general manager at the HCA said:


“This start on site will provide a range of quality homes and shows how vital our work is to get full use of surplus public land to benefit local communities.”





A show home is set to be unveiled at the development around November this year, with the first new residents expected to move in at the start of 2018.





Assurances have been made by the developers that Seacroft Hospital’s Grade II listed clock tower will be incorporated into the development, with plans for it to become a community resource.





Seacroft Hospital facts:


The foundations for Seacroft Hospital were laid in 1900 and the building was completed in 1904 at a cost of £250,000.


The brick clock tower is a familiar east Leeds landmark and was built to hold 28,000 gallons of water for consumption by patients.


Today, the hospital provides a wide range of out-patient services from the central part of the York Road site and is home to the Leeds Reproductive Medicine Centre.











Vehicle Crime on the increase





Our local police contacts tell us that they have seen an increase in vehicle crime recently and the majority of the thefts have been from insecure vehicles where items have been left on display!





These crimes are mainly occurring during the night whilst cars are parked outside homes / on driveways. Thefts from motor vehicles are an easy target but very cheap to prevent by simply removing all items from your vehicle when you leave it unoccupied.  





It only takes a minute - so follow these tips:


Make sure you remove valuable items from your vehicle when you get out. Sat-navs, tablets, mobile phones, laptops, handbags, sunglasses, and other portable items as all are easy to steal.


If you have a sat-nav that sticks to your windscreen, make sure you have wiped the sucker marks from your window.  Most people leave theirs in the glove compartment and thieves know this, so leave the compartment open and take the sat nav with you. 


Always check you have locked your vehicle by trying the door handle.  How many of us click the lock button but don’t check that it is locked?


Don’t ever leave your car unlocked, even for a moment to nip in to a shop or go back indoors for something you may have forgotten.


Vehicles used for business purposes are often targeted.  All tools and portable machinery should be removed when the vehicle is parked up at the end of a day.  The loss of commercial equipment could have a devastating and costly effect on any business and /or livelihood.


Unless parked in a garage, always ensure your vehicle is parked in a well-lit area and visible to other people or covered by CCTV.  Thieves are less likely to break in if they can be seen.


At home don’t leave your vehicle keys in plain sight, or next to a door or window, as thieves will break into homes just to steal the keys and then take your car.


Registration plates, especially personalised ones, will often be attractive to an offender so consider having tamper-proof plates / screws fitted.


When you are parking your vehicle in a public place, look for a car park that has the ‘Park Mark’ accreditation.  These car parks offer much higher levels of security for your vehicle.





Remember - it only takes a minute for a thief, but YOU can secure your vehicle in seconds!

Issued to waste dumpers





Several ‘fixed penalty notices’ to the sum of £300 have been issued by LCC who have been taking ‘on the spot’ action against people who illegally dump waste.





Recent action was taken following:


Fridge fly-tipped onto a pathway


Household items dumped in a back street


Sofa fly-tipped on Elmete Lane


Waste found tipped at the side of a main road





New powers that came into force in November 2016 provide a quicker way of taking action against those found to have dumped or fly-tipped waste illegally.

We are also introducing a new house clearance service to our Leeds customers.  The service ranges from a free ‘remove and re-use’ service to a full chargeable clearance and disposal service, removing all items (excluding carpets and curtains) from homes within a 10 mile radius.
